This worksheet is designed to help you practice finding the information you need when writing the Works Cited page of your MLA style reports. The information you need for citing the sources you find on the Internet is fairly simple. A good rule of thumb is to look for everything you would normally look for if you were using hard copy, like books and magazines. Finding this information on a website is sometimes harder than finding it on hard copy. At the very minimum, you MUST have the page sponsor, date you visited the site, and the URL. This is not optional; you will not receive credit for citations that do not have this minimal information. Some sites may have “cite” buttons that will provide full citation information.
Find the information you can for each site listed below. Not all the information will be available for every site, but be careful, it is your job to find it if it can be found. Be sure you really look for the information! This means you look up and down the page, or even on other linking pages to find the information you need. There is no Internet Writing Police Squad that forces authors or page sponsors to put the information in the same place on every page!

1. Set your margins to 1' top, bottom, left and right. 

2. Center the words Works Cited on the opening line. 

3. Turn on your double space. 

4. Enter and left-align your insertion point. 

5. Enter the information for each citation in the correct order. 

6. Look at your entries and be sure they are in alphabetical order! 

7. Put in your header. Print and save to your digital folder.
